	1) Ms. Shewmaker announced that West Covina USD is planning to open a separate 300-student IB High School on the Edgewood Middle School campus. They may open it to the middle school students.  2)  Three young women from the WCHS  wrestling team made it to a 3rd place finish in State.

1) Mrs. Hall reported that Walnut Valley USD is looking at the Governor’s proposed budget cuts for 09/10 and at their budget situation for the next couple of years.  2)  WVUSD offered their teachers a retirement incentive.  35 eligible employees took the offer.  

1) Mrs. Garcia reported that the Azusa USD teacher’s union has agreed to a class size increase of 24:1.  2) AUSD offered their teachers a retirement incentive.  3)  Two AUSD students recently passed away.  4) The Azusa High School took 1st place and Gladstone High School took 2nd place in the San Diego Band Competition.

1) Mrs. Blum announced that the ROP/Glendora High School Virtual Enterprise class if going to the National VE competition in New York.  The parents have raised the funds to pay for trip.  2)  GUSD may have to go to 29:1 or 30:1 class size.  3) Mrs. Blum feels that the current financial situation is the worst in the 26 years that she has served on the GUSD Board.
