	Mrs. Hall reported that Walnut Valley USD faces deficits for the next three years.  Many challenges lie ahead.

Mrs. Garcia announced that Azusa USD will host community meetings on Monday and Wednesday of next week. Azusa USD will most likely have to close two schools. 

Mrs. Blum reported that pre-school enrollment in the Glendora USD is on the rise.  Mrs. Blum also stated that the district is attempting to see that teachers who are RIF-ed aren’t brought back as substitutes.

Ms. Shewmaker reported that, in the fall, West Covina USD will be opening an International Baccalaureate high school on the campus of Edgewood Middle School.  West Covina USD has 4,200 students enrolled in the Virtual Academy (online classes).

Mr. Myrick reported that applications have closed for the Superintendent’s position.  The Covina Valley USD budget is balanced for the next three years but they face big cuts each year.

Ms. Lucero reported that Baldwin Park USD will furlough staff instead of a reduction in force.  The district is cautiously optimistic about the future.

Mr. Akers reported that the teachers and administration have entered into a Memorandum of Understanding.  The class size ratio will go to 25:1 but there will be no furloughs.
