	1) Mrs. Garcia thanked Dr. Adler and Mr. Akers for visiting with the Azusa USD Superintendent.  2)  Mrs. Garcia shared some of AUSD’s challenges in dealing with the current fiscal situation. 3) One of AUSD’s students won a Millennium Scholarship.

1) Mrs. Hall reported that Walnut Valley USD staff agreed to five furlough days for 2010-11 and four days for 2011-2012.  WVUSD expects big deficits for 11/12 and 12/13.  2) Mrs.  Hall announced the five WVUSD elementary schools were named California Distinguished Schools.
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	Board Member Comments (continued)
	
	1) Ms. Lucero reported that Baldwin Park USD is negotiating with their bargaining unit on furlough days. BPUSD has had to make many cuts to their adult program.   

1) Ms. Shewmaker reported that West Covina USD is withdrawing from the SELPA.  The district could realize a savings of up to $300,000.00.  WCUSD will look into going to LACOE for these services. 2)  Two of WCUSD’s elementary schools were named California Distinguished Schools.

1) Mr. Akers enjoyed the visits to the Superintendents of the participating school districts.  The Districts think highly of the ROP.  Mr. Akers felt that there was much commonality of issues and potential solutions.  Superintendents suggested a quarterly update.
