	Board Member Comments
	
	1) Ms. Shewmaker reported that WCUSD is looking for a new Assistant Superintendent for Business.  Mike Gautreau, principal at West Covina High School will be leaving. His position will be filled with the principal from Hollencrest Middle School.  2) WCUSD has approved their new Primary Centers at two elementary schools.  One school will house K-2 students and the other will be for students in grades 3-6.  3) Ms. Shewmaker reported on WCUSD’s efforts to leave the SELPA.  She asked the Board Members to talk to their Superintendents to see where they stand on the issue.

Mr. Myrick announced that Dr. Pappas will be leaving on June 30th.  Dr. Catherine Nichols takes over on July 1.  Judy North, long time principal of South Hills High School, has retired.  

Ms. Lucero reported that BPUSD students are finishing up testing.  Otherwise, everything is quiet.

1) Mrs. Hall reported that WVUSD has not yet settled with their classified employees.  Mrs. Hall also announced that the Denis Paul, Principal at Diamond Bar High School is retiring. 2) Mrs. Hall announced that a parent of one of their students has donated $250,000.00 to save one of the WVUSD elementary schools. 

1) Mrs. Garcia stated that there is still more bad news from Sacramento.  2) AUSD has not yet settled with their classified employees.  3) AUSD held a very successful Jazz Festival with students from their high schools and middle schools.  

1) Mrs. Blum reported that Superintendent Dr. Catherine Nichols will be leaving to go to Covina Valley USD.  2) Due to State budget constraints, GUSD students are facing an increasingly difficult time finding places to go to college.  3) GUSD has settled with both of their bargaining units. 4) GHS baseball and softball teams are still in CIF. 5) GHS currently has the second ranked swimmer in the nation.
